Meet Jean Muehlfelt 
   Ed and I have been long-time members of Walnut Hill 

(about 34 years). Weôve always believed in local and 

international missions within our own congregation. Back 

in the 1990ôs we used our passports and vacation time to 

repair Christian stations in other countries. Sometimes the 

repairs were due to hurricanes, typhoons, or old age of the 

equipment. Since we had been in the radio station-building 

industry for 30 years, it was a natural step to extend our 

experience to the mission field. 

   In 2002, we approached Pastor Hutchens with our desire 

to sell everything and head to the mission field full-time. He 

said that he had been waiting for us to say something. He 

had seen the progression through the years and our 

heartôs desire to help believers in other countries 

broadcast the gospel in their own language to their own 

people. Weôve always called the radio the óportable 

missionaryô. 

   We became full-time missionaries in 2003 and signed up 

with HCJB Global. They were the best fit for us because 

they built the transmitters and antennas we used to build 

new FM stations and upgrade older stations. We were still 

able to work with the other missions like Far East 

Broadcasting and TransWorld Radio because they were 

partners of HCJB Global. 

    After 15 years of living in many countries and 

helping hundreds of radio partners, Ed and I 

retired two years ago back to Wisconsin and our 

beloved church, WHBC. It wasnôt long before 

church leadership asked if I would consider 

becoming a member of the missionôs committee. I 

agreed and have enjoyed the fellowship of like-

minded committee members.
